LEGISLATIVE REPRESENTATIVE

Position:
 
Appointed yearly by the President

Time Commitment:
Approximately 2-4 hours per month plus travel (board meetings, etc.)

The Legislative Representative should have a basic understanding of and interest in legislative/regulatory process.

DUTIES

I. Serves as a member of the Board of Directors.  Required to attend APIC-VA Board meetings and annual membership meeting.

II. Submits budget request to treasurer in for the following year.

III. Prepares and submits an annual report of activities and accomplishments as Legislative Representative for presentation at the annual membership meeting.

IV. Chapter Duties:

A. Addresses the regulatory and/or legislative issues as directed by the President or Board of Directors.

B. Develops and fosters open communication with local, state and federal legislators and regulatory agencies.

C. Interacts with legislators and/or regulatory agencies on behalf of APIC-VA on issues related to infection control practice.

D. Requests and compiles information from chapter members on state and local infection control issues.

E. Shares with chapter members pertinent information related to legislation/regulations/proposals

F. Reports to the APIC-VA Board on a quarterly basis.  Prepares an annual report of activities through the year for the membership to be presented at the APIC-VA Annual Business Meeting.

V. National Duties:

A. Responds to alerts, notices and other communication in a timely manner, or, by the designated deadline.

B. Attends our/regional meetings, when possible, on behalf of APIC regarding issues of importance to the organization.

C. Attends, when possible, the Chapter Legislative Representatives meeting during the National APIC Educational Conference or appoint a substitute.

D. Communicates information from the National APIC Legislative representative to APIC-VA membership.
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
